The season of Lent enables us to prepare for Easter, the most important festival 

of the church year. Easter is the principal occasion for baptism and for the 

reconciliation of those who had been excluded from the Church’s fellowship for 

apostasy or serious faults. This connection explains the characteristic notes of 

Lent – self-examination, penitence, self-denial and study, to which almsgiving has 

traditionally been added.

The people came to Moses and said, ‘We have sinned by speaking against 

the Lord and against you; pray to the Lord to take away the serpents 

from us.’ So Moses prayed for the people. And the Lord said to Moses,

bitten shall look at it and live.’ So Moses made a serpent of bronze, and 

put it upon a pole; and whenever a serpent bit someone, that person 

would look at the serpent of bronze and live.

Otherwise, when he has laid a foundation and is not able to 

finish, all who see it will begin to ridicule him, saying, “This fellow began 

to build and was not able to finish.” Or what king, going out to wage war 

against another king, will not sit down first and consider whether he is 

able with ten thousand to oppose the one who comes against him with 

twenty thousand? If he cannot, then, while the other is still far away, he 

sends a delegation and asks for the terms of peace. So therefore, none of 

you can become my disciple if you do not give up all your possessions.’

In walking this way together, 

we discover afresh that the path to Easter leads through the shadow of the 

Cross.”
